The last of six city gates from the medieval fortifications.
One of the most massive city gates in the Rhineland.

Former Observants (Franciscan) church and monastery.
In the 19th century an armory for the garrison, today a
venue for concerts and events.

Former official residence of the representative of the
archbishop, today a pub. The gable houses a glocken-
spiel (daily 11a. m. and 5 p. m.) with 27 figures from the
Neusser Blirger-Schiitzenfest, the Citizens’ Fair and
Marksmen’s Festival

Brick renaissance townhouse. The most beautiful and
best preserved medieval house front.
